Total Funding Support for Financial year 2021/22 $8,500.00

This funding would ensure the future of the Clarence Valley Sports Awards and enable the
Committee to continue to celebrate, promote and reward the very best of SPORT in the Clarence
Valley.

We eagerly await reply from the Clarence Valley Council on this request, with our 2021 season
already upon us.
