Why Leave Town’s (WLT) Gift
Card Program is an EFTPOS
based system (currently
excludes SQUARE readers)
aimed at keeping money within
communities by encouraging
people to shop locally in the
Clarence Valley.

Cards can be purchased at a
select number of stores that
we call “Load Up Stores”. They
can also be purchased online
through the WLT website.
There are no additional fees

for businesses to participate,
apart from their normal banking
transaction fees.

When a customer decides how
much money to load onto the
card - anywhere between $10
and $1,000 - this money can
be used to make purchases in
any participating store in the
Clarence Valley.

The card will not be able

to be used outside of the
participating stores or the
Clarence Valley region. This
means that every time one of
these cards is purchased, the
MONEY STAYS LOCAL!
